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EXISTING CONTROLS AND ZONING OF WILLOUGHBY LEP 1995

The area identified for the proposed link road (Lots 12 and 13) is currently unzoned and the triangular shaped land owned by Rail Corp is zoned Special Uses 5(b) - (Railway).  The College of Law (12 Chandos Street) is currently zoned Special Uses 5 (a) - Law.  Lot 11 and other sites to the east are currently zoned General Business 3(a) under WLEP 1995. 

The current commercial floor space ratio of the General Business zone 3(a) land permits 1:1 with a height control of 9m, except for 112 – 120 Christie St where the floor space ratio is 1.5:1 and 12 metres height limit.  A maximum floor space ratio of 0.2:1 applies to shops in the existing 3(a) zone to limit the potential of traffic congestion from retail use.  There is currently no floor space limit for any residential portion of a development in the 3(a) zone subject to the specified height being complied with under WLEP 1995.
